TORONTO, ON.   Carved in Stone, an exhibition of photography by Dougal Bichan, opens at 1 p.m. May 12, 2002 at Wallace Studios, 258 Wallace Avenue, Toronto.

The exhibition of black and white, hand-coloured and Cibachrome colour photographs is predominantly macrophotography – larger-than-life images that disclose what the eye ignores or cannot see.    Photographed on Manitoulin Island, in McGregor Bay, Killarney Provincial Park, Algonquin Park and in Toronto, the 40 works blur distinctions between past and present, city and country, natural and man-made, taking the viewer down to the essence of objects.

"We live by recognising patterns. Friend or foe. Food or poison," Bichan says.  "Everywhere we look we see patterns that are created by natural processes – earth, air, water, fire, time – working on natural and man-made objects.

"The process may take a fraction of a second, as a ripple of wind on a lake. It may take millions of years, as the forces that work on the rock face of an escarpment."

Dougal Bichan is a photographer living in Toronto. He has been making and exhibiting photographs for more than 30 years.  The exhibition runs until June 7, 2002.
